Godine 2014. navrsilo se pola stolje¢a ustavnog sudovanja
u Bosni i Hercegovini. Prigodnom manifestacijom Ustavni sud
Bosne i Hercegovine obiljezio je ovaj znac€ajan jubile;.

Uspostavljen na temelju i u okvirima Ustava BiH iz 1963. go-
dine (BiH je tada bila jedna od Sest republika SFR Jugoslavije),
Ustavni sud BiH je fakticki po¢eo da radi 15. februara 1964.
godine a prvi izbor sudija izvrSen je 26. juna 1963. godine. U
historijskom kontekstu to je jedan od rijetkih primjera u drza-
vama socijalisticke orijentacije, buduc¢i da je bivSa Jugoslavija

Danasnji Ustavni sud BiH utemeljen je Ustavom Bosne
i Hercegovine iz 1995. godine, tzv. Dejtonskim ustavom, koji
predstavija Aneks IV Opc¢eg okvirnog sporazuma za mir u
Bosni i Hercegovini, parafiranog 21. novembra 1995. godine u
Dejtonu, drzava Ohajo, SAD, a potpisanog u Parizu, Francuska,
14. decembra 1995. godine, te je jedna od pet drzavnih
institucija predvidenih ovim ustavom. Konstituiran je i poceo je
da radi 22. maja 1997. godine. Nadleznosti su mu definirane
¢lanovima VI/3. i IV/3.f) Ustava, te Amandmanom | na Ustav
BiH iz 2009. godine. U odnosu na raniji ,preddejtonski“ period,
to su potpuno nove okolnosti, bitno drukgiji normativno-pravni
okvir i drustveno-politiCki ambijent i odnosi.

Nakon prvog petogodiSnjeg mandata domacih i medunarod-
nih sudija koji je zavrSen 2002. godine, sudijski sastav (mandat
do sedamdesete godine zivota) povremeno se mijenjao zbog
razli¢itih razloga predvidenih Ustavom.

In 2014, the constitutional justice in Bosnia and Herzegovina
reached the half-century of its existence. The Constitutional
Court of Bosnia and Herzegovina held an appropriate ceremony
to mark the important jubilee.

Being established on the basis and within the framework
of the 1963 BiH Constitution (at the time, BiH was one of
the six republics of the former Socialist Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia), the Constitutional Court of BiH actually started to
work on 15 February 1964 and first judges were appointed on
26 June 1963. In the historical context, this is a rare example
in the socialist countries, as the former Yugoslavia had an
organized and functional system of constitutional courts (at the
Federal and republic level).

The current Constitutional Court of BiH is established by
the Constitution of Bosnia and Herzegovina from 1995, the
so-called ‘Dayton Constitution’, which represents Annex IV to
the General Framework Agreement for Peace in Bosnia and
Herzegovina, which was initialed in Dayton, Ohio USA on 21
November 1995 and officially signed in Paris on 14 December
1995, and it is one of the five state-level institutions foreseen
by the Constitution. The Constitutional Court was constituted
and started work on 22 May 1997. It derives its powers from
Article VI(3) and Article IV(3)(f) of the Constitution of BiH and
Amendment No. 1 to the Constitution of BiH from 2009. When
compared to the ‘pre-Dayton’ period, these are completely
new circumstances, essentially different normative and legal
framework and social and political ambience and relations.

After the initial five-year appointment of national and
international judges, which ended in May 2002, the composition
of the Constitutional Court of BiH (a retirement age of 70 for
judges) has changed from time to time for the reasons referred
to in the Constitution.

In the formally and factually complex constitutional and legal
structure and social relationships in Bosnia and Herzegovina,
the Constitutional Court of BiH has one of the most difficult
tasks that public authorities have — it has the responsibility of
interpreting, protecting and promoting the specific constitutional
and legal system established by the ‘Dayton Constitution’.
Upholding the Constitution (and the European Convention for
the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms
and 15 additional human rights agreements, which constitute
an integral part of the Constitution), the Constitutional Court,
rendering sometimes very difficult and far-reaching decisions,
actually resolves very complex relationships between
other institutions in Bosnia and Herzegovina. As a principal
institutional guarantor of human rights and fundamental
freedoms in the country, the Constitutional Court, at the same
time, protects the individual rights
and interests of citizens, through its
appellate jurisdiction.

Although the relevant information
about the Constitutional Court is
available on our website or can be
found in a number of our publications,
this publication is intended for the
broadest professional and general,
domestic and international public
with the purpose of their better
understanding of the jurisdiction
and functioning of the Constitutional
Court of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

b) Judges shall be distinguished jurists
of a high moral standing. Any eligible voter
so qualified may serve as a judge of the
Constitutional Court. The judges selected
by the President of the European Court
of Human Rights shall not be citizens
of Bosnia and Herzegovina or of any
neighboring state.

c) The term of judges initially appointed
shall be five years, unless they resign or
are removed for cause by consensus of
the other judges.

Judges subsequently appointed shall
serve until age 70, unless they resign or
are removed for cause by consensus of
the other judges.

d) For appointments made more than
five years after the initial appointment of
judges, the Parliamentary Assembly may
provide by law for a different method of
selection of the three judges selected by
the President of the European Court of
Human Rights.

Prior to and upon completion of her studies, she was employed in Thermoelectric Power Plant Tuzla and from 1993 to 1994, she
held the offices of District Labor Inspector and Secretary of Tuzla District Assembly. She was a President of the team that established
the Tuzla-Podrinje Canton as the first canton in FBiH. From 1994 to 2002 she was the Secretary of the Tuzla-Podrinje Canton
Assembly and, subsequently, held the position of the Cantonal Public Attorney of the Tuzla-Podrinje Canton. She also held the office
of the Assistant Minister of Justice of FBiH and the Secretary of FBiH Government’s Office for Cooperation with and Representation
before the Human Rights Chamber for BiH and the Office of the Ombudsperson for BiH. From 1996 to 2005 she was a representative
in the House of Representatives of the FBiH Parliament and in the House of Representatives of the BiH Parliamentary Assembly.

She was elected as the Judge of the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and Herzegovina in 2005. She held the office of the President
thereof from 2008 to 2009, when she was elected as the Vice-President of the Court. She served as the Vice-President until 2015.

She was a member of the FBiH expert team involved in the Arbitration Award for Dobrinja in accordance with the Decision of the
High Representative for BiH. She published several professional papers. She attended a great number of round tables, both home
and abroad, dealing with the topic of protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms

The library operates in accordance with the Library Regulations.

The library resources, consisting of an impressive collection
related to the legal science field as well as other social sciences
are continuously expanded through purchases, exchanges
and donations. The library resources are processed through
application of a uniform method based on the international
standards. On-line catalogue is equipped with search engine
facilitating the search of the entire collection by entering different
features (author, title, publisher etc.) including key-word option
as the most interesting search option.

THE SEAT OF THE
CONSTITUTIONAL COURT OF BiH

The premises of the Constitutional Court are situated in the
building of the Presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina located
in the centre of Sarajevo.

The Presidency building was built in 1886 according to the
design of architect Josip Vanca$ as the building of the National
Government. This initiated an intensive construction of public
buildings in Sarajevo.

Emergence of Historicism and Eclecticism is a characteristic
feature of the architecture of Bosnia and Herzegovina from the
Austro-Hungarian period. The European styles were interpreted
while a special care was given to the autochthonous architecture
of an oriental style.

The building of the Presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina was
built in the neo-renaissance style which is at the same time
classical, universal and symbolic and the most appropriate style
for the construction of public buildings of importance for the
country. The design of Josip Vancas was inspired by the great
Florentine palaces, whose facades are decorated with rustically
embossed quadrants and archivolts around the windows.

The total area of the building is 3,082 square meters including
a total of 203 rooms, two-floor Ceremonial Hall and an inside
courtyard. The original design of this building was changed in
1911 when, according to the decision of the Bosnian Parliament
and new design of architect Karlo Parzik, a third floor was built,
which presently houses the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and
Herzegovina.
