he Constitutional Court of Bosnia and Herzegovina

exercises its role and responsibilities by fully applying
its powers, thereby protecting the Constitution of Bosnia and
Herzegovina and individual and collective rights guaranteed
under the Constitution.

The historical background of the Constitutional Court during
the period from 1963 through 1995, in particular during the
period from 1995 to date, indicates a constant progress in the
protection of the constitutional rights in various social systems
and throughout different historical periods. | would particularly
like to draw attention to the post-Dayton period of work of the
Constitutional Court, during which the Constitutional Court has
had a leading and, very often, a crucial role when it comes to
the exercise of civil rights after the past tragic period.

In May 2017, the Constitutional Court marked its 20®
anniversary in the post-Dayton period. On that occasion, with
attendance of the representatives of national and international
institutions and organisations, the Constitutional Court held the
solemn plenary session and the Open door press conference
for the representatives of media and presented the work of
the Constitutional Court. At that time, the Constitutional Court
also presented a publication “Constitutional Court of BiH 1997-
2017” attracting a huge interest among academic community
and general public.

Constant rise in the number of appeals, whereby the citizens
address the Constitutional Court seeking final assessment as to
whether their rights in cases before ordinary courts have been
violated shows an undisputable trust of public in the position

b) Judges shall be distinguished jurists
of a high moral standing. Any eligible voter
so qualified may serve as a judge of the
Constitutional Court. The judges selected
by the President of the European Court
of Human Rights shall not be citizens
of Bosnia and Herzegovina or of any
neighboring state.

c) The term of judges initially appointed
shall be five years, unless they resign or
are removed for cause by consensus of
the other judges. Judges initially appointed
shall not be eligible for reappointment.
Judges subsequently appointed shall
serve until age 70, unless they resign or
are removed for cause by consensus of
the other judges.

d) For appointments made more than
five years after the initial appointment of
judges, the Parliamentary Assembly may
provide by law for a different method of
selection of the three judges selected by
the President of the European Court of
Human Rights.

From 2009 to 23017 he was
the Director of the Specialization School for Legal Professions “A. Galati” of the Catania University. He is also a member and contact
point for Italy in the European Criminal Law Network (ECLAN). He is a member of the Scientific Council of the Siracusa International
Institute for Criminal Justice and Human Rights, member of the Board of Trustees for the Liquidation of the Association La Margherita
- Giustizia e Liberta, Rome. He was also a member of the Defence Counsel of the Municipality of Catania until June 2018. He was
also the director and coordinator of investigating projects in the field of criminal law and European criminal law. Judge Grasso is the
author of a large number of professional and scientific works published in prominent European scientific papers. He was the member
of numerous scientific and professional bodies in the field of criminal law and participant in the conferences and working bodies
dealing with international cooperation in criminal matters.

He served as the member of the Human Rights Chamber for Bosnia and Herzegovina from March 1996 to December 2003. He
was the Vice-President of the Chamber and President of the Il Panel from December 1998 to December 2002.

He was appointed Judge of the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and Herzegovina on 15 December 2016.

The Constitutional Court shall uphold this Constitution.

a) The Constitutional Court shall have exclusive jurisdiction to
decide any dispute that arises under this Constitution between
the Entities or between Bosnia and Herzegovina and an Entity
or Entities, or between institutions of Bosnia and Herzegovina,
including but not limited to:

SECRETARIAT OF THE

The Secretariat of the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and
Herzegovina (hereinafter: the Secretariat) shall assist the
Constitutional Court in performing its professional and other
duties.

Departments, the scope of whose work shall be established by
a Decision on the Organization of the Secretariat taken by the
Constitutional Court sitting in plenary, shall be formed within the
Secretariat.

The Secretariat shall be managed by the Secretary General who
shall assist the Constitutional Court in the performance of its
functions and be responsible for the organization and activities
of the Secretariat under the authorization of the President of the
Constitutional Court.

In addition to the Secretary General of the Constitutional Court,
the most complex professional duties relating to exercising of
the rights and duties of the Constitutional Court shall be carried
out by the Registrar, Heads of Departments, Head of Office of
the President of the Constitutional Court, Assistant Secretary
General of the Constitutional Court, legal advisors to the judges
who are appointed and dismissed by the plenary Court.

The library resources are processed through
application of a uniform method based on the international
standards. On-line catalogue is equipped with search engine
facilitating the search of the entire collection by entering different
features (author, title, publisher etc.) including key-word option
as the most interesting search option.

THE SEAT OF THE
CONSTITUTIONAL COURT OF BiH

The premises of the Constitutional Court are situated in the
building of the Presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina located
in the centre of Sarajevo.

The Presidency building was built in 1886 according to the
design of architect Josip Vanca$ as the building of the National
Government. This initiated an intensive construction of public
buildings in Sarajevo.

Emergence of historicism and eclecticism is a characteristic
feature of the architecture of Bosnia and Herzegovina from the
Austro-Hungarian period. The European styles were interpreted
while a special care was given to the autochthonous architecture
of an oriental style.

The building of the Presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina was
built in the neo-renaissance style which is at the same time
classical, universal and symbolic and the most appropriate
style for the construction of public buildings of importance for
the country. The design of Josip Vanca$ was inspired by the
great Florentine palaces with facades decorated with rustically
embossed quadrants and archivolts around the windows.

The total area of the building is 3,082 square meters including
a total of 203 rooms, two-floor Ceremonial Hall and an inside
courtyard. The original design of this building was changed in
1911 when, according to the decision of the Bosnian Parliament
and new design of architect Karlo Parzik, a third floor was built,
which presently houses the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and
Herzegovina.
